Jesus became busy as soon as he began his ministry.  The 
crowds were always seeking him out.

As the Season of Lent begins, let us take time apart from the 
world, apart from our busyness to spend time with our Lord.  As we 
are reminded we are dust and to dust we shall return, we perceive a 
different perspective of all our busyness and our own sense of 
importance.  As we take time apart from our busyness and we hear 
the Word of our Lord, spend time in prayer, we are strengthened by 
our Lord’s love and we are renewed.  May the Lord bless you during 
this season of Lent, as we take time apart from the world to walk with 
our Lord.

AN ORGANIC WAY OF UNDERSTANDING THE CHURCH 
As reported last month, we have received our results from our 

survey and now we are waiting for our “coach” to begin working with 
our parish health (council) team to evaluate, analyze and implement 
goals that are gleaned from that information. 

In the meantime, I want to continue to introduce some of the 
vocabulary and language and ways of thinking about this process that 
we have begun. 

“I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the growth. So neither 
the one who plants, nor the one who eaters is anything, but only God 
who gives the growth.” (1 Cor. 3:6-7) 

Agricultural images abound I the Holy Scriptures. Vineyards, 
soils, fields, harvest, storehouses, fruit… In both the Old and new 
Testaments, God uses these tangible images to teach us eternal 
lessons about the Kingdom of God. Any person who has spent time 
farming, tending to a garden, or simply keeping your lawn green – 
knows that health is of paramount importance. When plants are 
healthy, they grow – they produce fruit and seed – they multiply, 
reproduce and thereby fulfill their God-given design. 

What remains true in every instance is that it is God and God 
alone who produces life. Only God “makes things grow.” Yet it is 
also true that the Body of Christ, the Church, has been given the 
tremendous privilege and responsibility to sow seed, to prepare the 
soil, to bring in the harvest – in short, to be the best “farmers” we can 
be so that the church might be healthy and “increasing and yielding 
thirty and sixty and a hundredfold.”  It is to that end that Natural 
Church Development has turned its energies. 

One of the terms that NCD talks about is “growth forces.” 
Organic thinking uses growth forces as a way of explaining the way 
that God generally works within the world. The growth force 
components are life-giving; they separate organisms from machines.  
Growth forces include – interdependence (connecting), 
multiplication (reproducing), energy transformation (leveraging), 
sustainability (enduring), symbiosis (cooperating), and fruitfulness 
(producing/evaluating). 

This introduces these terms and they will be developed in the 
weeks to come.
