 Soon we will be celebrating the freedom of our country on 
July 4th the birthday of our country.  Through small towns like 
Scarville, to bigger towns like Mason City to Metro areas like New 
York, Chicago and Detroit there will be parades of celebrations.  
People will stand as the flag is marched by held with great honor 
by members of the Legion or the Boy Scouts or the Girl Scouts.  
We will celebrate with picnics with friends, baseball and softball 
games, time at the beach, swimming, skiing, fishing, and at the end 
of the day we will gather together and watch the fireworks.  We 
can celebrate in any way we choose because we live in a country 
that is founded on freedom.  Our celebrations, though we may not 
realize it, take place because of our freedoms.  We have the 
freedom to gather together.  We have the freedom of speech.  We 
have the freedom of traveling across state lines without 
checkpoints for identification.  We have the freedom to access our 
lakes.  We have many other freedoms guaranteed by the 
Constitution, that as President Abraham Lincoln described is a 
“government of the people, by the people, for the people …” 
 As I was thinking about our freedom as citizens of the 
United States, I remembered Apostle Paul’s words about freedom.  
“For Freedom Christ has set us free.”  Paul was addressing the 
questioning of the gospel by other teachers who had come to the 
churches in Galatia.  The “other teachers” were teaching that the 
Gentile Christians in Galatia had to become Jews to be a follower 
of Jesus.  The argument the others laid before them that Jesus was 
the promised Messiah to the children of Israel.  The Children of 
Israel are in a covenant with God and a sign of being in the 
covenant was circumcision and following the “Laws of Moses”.  
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So Apostle Paul is addressing this teaching talking about the Law 
and the Gospel. 
 Paul goes back to the covenant God made with Abraham.  
God promised Abraham that he would have more descendants than 
the stars in the sky and through him the nations would be blessed.  
Abraham and Sarah got a little impatient with God’s promise as 
they were getting older.  So Sarah thought she and Abraham could 
make God’s promise come true by a custom in which a hand 
maiden would bear the child on the wife’s lap, sort of a surrogate 
mother, and the child could be claimed as the wife’s.  So Sarah 
gave Abraham her maid servant Hagar and Hagar bore a son 
Ishmael.   God said he would bless Ishmael but Ishmael was not 
the child of the promise.  Isaac was born to Abraham and Sarah, 
the child of the promise.  Paul says this story is also an allegory.  
One woman is the mother of flesh, subject to the laws and the other 
a mother of the promise.  Paul asserts we are children of the 
mother of promise.   We have been set free. 
 “For Freedom Christ has set us free.”  Jesus has set us free 
from our sins.  Jesus removes our sins and releases us from them.  
Jesus restores our relationship with God the Father.  Jesus declares 
us to be God’s holy children.  Jesus sets us free from the tireless 
pursuit of trying to be in a holy and just relationship by trying to 
earn it through following the law.  Jesus sets us free from that 
pursuit that we would never achieve.  Jesus gives us his 
righteousness and sets us free to love as we are loved.  Jesus sets 
us free to love our Heavenly Father.  Jesus sets us free to love our 
neighbor, to be able to help our neighbor in any way we can.  We 
don’t have to figure out if our neighbor is worthy of help.  We 
don’t have to figure out if helping the neighbor is going to better 
my relationship with God, earning some points of righteousness or 
would it be better not to help.  Jesus sets you free.  Jesus sets you 
free to love and serve.  Jesus sets you free to live in joy and peace 
with your relationship with God the Father.  Jesus sets you free to 
enjoy and experience the newness of life.    Celebrate your 
freedom.

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Natural Church Development 
VISIONING PROCESS 

The parish council has been working 
with the synod staff and talking with our 
congregation councils to modify a 
process called “Natural Church 
Development” that has proven 
insightful and effective in many 
congregations. 

What is Natural Church Development?  It is about church health.  It is 
about releasing the God-given gifts to the church.  It is about creatively, 
authenticity, and diversity.  And it is all based on Biblical principles. 

This began with a research project done by Christian Schwarz observing 
what similar characteristics can be found in health, growing churches.  Schwarz 
recognized early in his work that there are many models of church growth which 
churches are called upon to imitate. Many of these models are the so-called 
"megachurches" which have had outstanding success in church growth. Schwarz 
recognizes that while we have much to learn from these models, they do not fit 
all churches. His research project focuses on the principles inherent in 
successful churches, which he analyzes according to both quality and numerical 
growth patterns. 

Schwarz identifies 8 quality characteristics which, when all present to a 
sufficient degree will practically guarantee numerical growth. These 
characteristics are as follows: 

1. Empowering leadership  
2. Gift-oriented ministry  
3. Passionate spirituality  
4. Functional structures  
5. Inspiring worship service  
6. Holistic small groups  
7. Need-oriented evangelism  
8. Loving relationships  

We are working with our synod staff and Natural Church 
Development to develop this tool to serve the “parish setting” and 
we now have a model around which to shape our process. To be 
effective, we will need to engage the whole parish, each 
congregation, and committed individuals to get a good look at 
ourselves.  I encourage you, if you are asked, to participate 
prayerfully.

And the real possibility that in this day 
and age “hunger can actually be eliminated” if we choose to make that a 
priority and serious work at it – individuals and governments. 

I encourage you to set up some type of discipline for the month that 
will challenge you to give to the hunger needs of the world.  Develop a 
plan, a system, a challenge for the next 40 days to raise a hunger 
awareness in your household. Maybe plan to give a quarter a day.  Or 
contribute $.10 for every pop you buy or a nickel for every cup of coffee 
you drink.  Or $5 for every time you go out to eat.  Set-up something that 
works for you, that challenges you, that makes you think what it means 
to be a neighbor to the world around us.  And then on Sunday, July 15th, 
we will bring our collection boxes and offerings to church and lift-up that
