“Rejoice in the Lord always; again I
will say, Rejoice. Let your gentleness be
=7 known to everyone. The Lord is near. Do
- not worry about anything, but in everything by
prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be
made known to God.” Philippians 4:4-7

As Americans we have a natural inclination to associate the
month of November with Thanksgiving Day. Even though
Thanksgiving Day is only one day of the month, as soon as November
roles around, we look forward to Thanksgiving Day. Thanksgiving
Day is part of our national heritage. As we know it began with a
celebration of Thanksgiving by the Pilgrims and the Indians for the
abundance of crops that would see them through the winter. In 1789,
George Washington wrote a proclamation for a day of Thanksgiving
for the last day of November asking that all Americans take a day to
give Thanks to our Creator who had blessed the land with peace,
prosperity and a government by the people for the people. In 1863,
President Lincoln set the last day in November as a national Day of
Thanksgiving, a day set aside to give thanks to the Lord for the
abundant blessings the Lord has bestowed upon our people and upon
our nation. So when November rolls around we begin to look
forward to the day of Thanksgiving. Often family members travel
long and far to be together on the Day of Thanksgiving. The day is
marked with an abundance of food, turkey, stuffing, potatoes, gravy,
sweet potatoes, for us Norwegians some lefse is usually included,
along with a variety of pies. Abundance is definitely a characteristic
of Thanksgiving Day.

As | write this article, many of our farmers are hoping to have
the harvest in the bins, the fields worked and prepared for the spring
planting and all the machinery put away for winter. This is our
prayer. We can truly give thanks when the fall harvest is done and we
experience the bounty of the Lord blessing our labors. But
thanksgiving is more than just a day of celebrating the completion of
the harvest. Paul tells us we can rejoice every day. Apostle Paul
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wrote to his congregation in Philippi that we can rejoice in the Lord
always. We don’t need to wait until the last Thursday in November to
give thanks to our Lord. We can give thanks to the Lord anytime, in
any place or as Apostle Paul says, “always”. It is good for us a whole
nation to pause from our hectic daily activities to give thanks to our
Lord for the abundance of blessings upon our nation and for us
individually. The Lord has indeed blessed us a nation of freedoms
guaranteed by our laws. The Lord has blessed our nation with
prosperity as we enjoy one of the highest standards of living in the
world. When we stop as individuals to list our blessings and give
thanks for them, we can be awed by the abundance of blessings our
Lord has bestowed upon us.

Paul points out that we can rejoice in the Lord always,
because the Lord is near. The Lord is near walking with you and me.
The Lord is near to hear our prayers. If we have a good day or a bad
day, the Lord is still near to walk with us. When we are feeling
stress, the Lord is near to give us his peace. When the burden of guilt
brings us to confession and repentance, the Lord is near to pronounce
us forgiven. When our hearts are sadden and feeling lonely, our Lord
is near to fill our hearts with the joy of his love and he calls you to
your family of brothers and sisters in Christ. In everything, we can
call upon the Lord in thanksgiving, because we know the Lord will
hear our prayer. We don’t have to barter with our Heavenly Father to
hear our prayer. Our Heavenly Father enjoys listening to his children
and loves to bless us with good things. We can rejoice because the
Lord has proven that he is faithful, abounding in steadfast love, over
and over again. We can rejoice the Lord is near and knows us by
name. We can rejoice for the Lord who is near and knows us
professes unconditional love for us.
