All these changes from one season to the next are taking
place and it seems to me the changes are coming faster and faster
all the time. It seems that it was not so long ago that we were
celebrating July fourth, July Jubilee, Joice Days.

As the seasons
fly by so do the years. I was looking at a scrapbook of Daniel,
which Bonnie Kay made, I saw Daniel grow from first grade to a
senior in high school in a matter of a few pages. As I looked at all
the first day of school pictures, I remembered each day. I am
amazed at how fast the seasons of elementary, junior high and now
high school have gone. The next day I happened to be looking
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through our Parish-church directory. As I looked through the
pictures I noticed how many of our members were no longer with
us, but with the church triumphant. I also noticed how many
young ones we now have in our midst that we didn’t before. The
seasons come and go. As we live at a fast pace, the go faster and
faster.

As we live in this fast paced world, with seasons changing
from one to another there is a constant we can cling to and hang on
from one season to the next. Over and over again as I read through
the Psalms, God is described as one with steadfast love. “O Israel,
hope in the LORD! For with the LORD there is steadfast love, and
with him is great power to redeem.” (Psalm 130.7) “For you, Or
Lord, are good and forgiven, abounding in steadfast love to all
who call on you.” (Psalm 86: 5) The Lord is steadfast with his
love.

Confirmaton Program

At this time the confirmation program will have a few changes.
This fall we will be unbundling in part, the joint confirmation
classes with the Leland congregations and Salem. The weekly
classes — Bible and Catechism — will consist just of One in Christ
Lutheran Parish youth — 7™ and 8" graders. We will meet weekly
and continue to meet right after school. Due to the make-up of the
students attending (from what schools they are attending), we are
looking to meet at Sion Lutheran Church, rather than Winnebago
Lutheran Church this next year. We have more students coming
from the Glenville and Northwood areas than the Forest City area.

The 9" Grade
Discipleship and Mentoring Class will be done cooperatively. And
we have traditionally done a couple of larger group activities —
service (food drive) and fellowship (bowling) — we will do these
together.

A VISIONING PROCESS

Congregational councils are beginning to ask a cross-section of
people in our congregations — 30 people from each congregation —
to take an inventory asking them questions about life in their
congregation. We will set a date in early September to take this
inventory. If asked to participate, please try to make the time to do
this — this has been prayed and seriously thought about by our
congregational leaders, and your thoughts and insights are valued
(as are everyone’s, but only 30 people are necessary for the
inventory).

These inventories will be scored, compared to the results
compiled from thousands of churches throughout the world, and
then reported back to us. Our reports will speak to our
congregations, but more importantly to our parish. We will access
this information and then begin to address one or two areas in our
life together to improve and grow.

Only 30 people will take the inventory — at the beginning of
this process and again in a year to measure any changes and
growth. But we need everyone to participate in the efforts to grow
our congregations and parish into a healthier church body so be
more effective in our God-given mission.

Again, what is Natural Church Development? It is about
church health. 1t is about releasing the God-given gifts to the
church. It is about creatively, authenticity, and diversity. And it is
all based on Biblical principles.
