Uff da!  Have you considered that phrase whether it 

be one of exasperation, of amazement, excitement, or 
even disappointment – a prayer.  It isn’t always, but 
sometimes it is.  After, if you are all alone at home, in 
the basement, outside, or in front of the computer – and 
you exclaim “Uff da!” who else are you talking to?   

Isn’t uff-da along the lines what Paul is talking about 
to the Romans (8:26) “…for we do not know how to pray 
as we ought, but that very Spirit intercedes with sighs 
too deep for words…” ☺  Sometimes. 

The topic of prayer has been on my mind as of late, 
for a whole host of reasons.  One individual asked a 
group of us to pray for a loved one because in her words 
“it is the only chance she has.”  Just the other night I had 
14 people pray for me (me – personally, while standing 
in a circle around me) and the minstry I share with you 
(laying on of hands and everything).  I haven’t had that 
experience for a while – it was powerful, …and 
humbling, …and refreshing,  …and priceless.  I have led 
two or three Bible studies where “prayer” has been a key 
conversation. At another meeting, the conversation came 
up concerning a “prayer chain” – do we have one?  Why 
isn’t it used?  Each congregational council has been 
asked to identify a prayer-er, a faithful prayer-er, and 
they are to ask that person to be on the their 
congregation’s health team for Natural Church 
Development.  That was a fun conversation. 

Prayer.  How comfortable are we praying?  Do we 
feel good about our prayer life?  Or should I ask, do we 
feel we even know how to pray?  You have probably 
heard me say this before, but we often learn “prayers” 
when growing up, but we don’t always learn “how to 
pray.”  We are good at teaching our children prayers – 
“Now I lay me down to sleep…” “Come, Lord Jesus, be 
our guest…”  Our Father, who art in heaven…” – we 
know and teach prayers.  But do we know how to pray? 

There is no doubt in my mind, we have prayer-ers 
around us. I mean people who devote their time and 
energy to praying.  I am convinced that my task would 
be impossible if it weren’t for those who support our 
mission and ministry together with prayer.  But I also 
find so many of the faithful uncertain, lacking 
confidence either in their ability to pray or in the concept 
of prayer itself.  Lacking confidence in prayer – 

something that is so essential to our faith and our faith 
journey.   

What if I asked you to define prayer?  What would 
you say? It is like communication in a relationship.  No, 
it is the “communication” in our relationship with God.  
Prayer is simply talking with God.  And to not be 
comfortable in prayer, means that we are not 
comfortable with God.  For prayer is our means of being 
connected to God. 

In each of the Easter stories, there is a strange 
phenomenon that occurs when Jesus first appears 
resurrected to each of his followers they don’t initially 
recognize him.  Not until he says or does something that 
re-establishes, re-connects himself personally with that 
follower.  Says their name, breaks bread, shows them his 
wounds… he lays before them the relationship and then 
they recognize the Risen Lord. 

Prayer does not become valued or meaningful until 
we begin understand our faith is about our relationship 
with God.  Christianity is different from other religions 
for many reasons – one of those reasons is that 
Christianity is a relationally based religion.  It is founded 
on and grows from having a relationship with God.  So 
often we think of our faith as “rule keeping”.  The 
cornerstone of the religion for so many is the Ten 
Commandments.  No. No. NO!  The cornerstone is not 
the rules, it is the person, the God – Jesus Christ.  Jesus 
is front and center, first and foremost.  If we are to live a 
certain way, it is in response to the love of Christ. 

Prayer is difficult until we understand this basic 
principal of a faith based on a relationship with one’s 
God.  It is hard to talk to “rules”.  It is not hard to talk to 
a person.  We must recognize the reason that God came 
into this world because God wanted us to know God as a 
living being, not as an abstract thought.  God want us to 
understand His love for us, and the only love that has 
any real value can only be understood in relationship. 

Do you know Jesus? As a relationship?  Personally?  
If not, let me have the opportunity to introduce you to 
him. 

That is where we begin the prayer conversation, that 
is where we begin the conversation in prayer.  Amen.

Natural Church Development 

Overview of Natural Church Development:  Critics of 
the church growth movement have often emphasized the 
need for quality congregations. "Don't focus on 
numerical growth, concentrate on qualitative growth." 
Christian Schwarz agrees wholeheartedly! Through 
careful research, Christian Schwarz has verified the link 
between church health and growth. The study examined 
1,000 churches in 32 countries from 5 continents. A total 
of 4.2 million pieces of data were collected and 
thoroughly analyzed, using approved methods from 
social science. The result: The research results confirm 
what many leaders have known intuitively -- healthy 
churches are growing churches, making more and better 
disciples in loving obedience to Christ.  
Eight essential qualities (principles) were identified, 
which can be measured quantitatively: Empowering 
Leadership; Gift-based Ministry; Passionate 

Spirituality; Effective Structures; Inspiring Worship 

Services: Holistic Small Groups; Need-oriented 

Evangelism; and Loving Relationships. 

 The key in each of these quality characteristics is the 
adjective, which can be considered a summary of the six 
growth forces as they apply to that characteristic: 
empowering, gift-based, passionate, effective, etc. Every 
church has some sort of leadership or worship or 
structure. Not all emphasize the adjectives at the front of 
each of these quality characteristics. Here are some brief 
definitions: 
No Quality Characteristic Can Be Missing:  No one 
single factor leads to growth in churches; it is the 
interplay of the eight elements as they relate to the 
growth forces. 
The “All-by-Itself-Principle”  The secret of growing 
churches does not consist in pushing or pulling the 
church in human strength and efforts—but in releasing 
and developing the potential God himself uses to build 
his church. Then growth occurs all by itself. 
This is what the kingdom of God is like. A man 

scatters seed on the ground. Night and day, whether he 
sleeps or gets up, the seed sprouts, and grows; though he 
does not know how. All by itself the soil produces 
grain—first the stalk, then the head, and then full kernel 
in the head. As soon as the grain is ripe, he puts the 
sickle to it, because the harvest has come.  
Is NCD biblical?  Mark 4:26-28: “He also said, ‘This 

is what the kingdom of God is like. A man scatters seed 
on the ground. Night and day, whether he sleeps or gets 
up, the seed sprouts and grows, though he does not know 
how. All by itself the soil produces grain—first the stalk, 
then the head, then the full kernel in the head.’”  I Cor 
3:6: “I planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God 

made it grow.”  We plant, we water, but God gives the 

growth. When the conditions of health are there, 

growth happens “all by itself.” 

The two basic impetuses for NCD study and research 
are essentially biblical: A desire to reach more people, 
and a desire for increasing quality. The church is 
designed by God to grow so growth happens 
automatically if we remove the obstacles that prevent 
growth. Growing churches use this growth principle. 
The Minimum Factor 

Imagine a barrel with eight staves, each representing the 
eight quality characteristics. The staves in the barrel only 
reach as high as the score of the characteristic. With this 
analogy, you can only fill the barrel to the level of the 
lowest stave. So to increase the capacity of the barrel, we 
must increase the height of the lowest stave. 
Now focusing on the minimum factor does not mean that 
we don’t pay attention to the other seven areas. As stated 
before, all eight characteristics are vitally important to 
healthy growing churches. Focusing on the minimum 
factors helps us to set timely priorities. Since all eight 
areas can’t be worked on with the same amount of 
energy and concentration, we need to find areas that will 
yield the greatest long range return on our investments. 
Remember, minimum factors can change quickly—
especially when there is a conscious attempt to improve 
on this one area. 
Growth Force Principles 

Interdependence: Individual units are connected to each 
other in a larger system. Changes in one ministry will 
affect other ministries in the church and community. 
(Synonym: Connecting) 
Multiplication: Healthy organisms do not grow 
endlessly, but reproduce themselves. Synonym: 
Reproducing 
Energy transformation: Momentum or energy already 
flowing, whether positive or negative, can be redirected 
to accomplish God’s purposes. (Synonym: Harnessing) 
Sustainability: Resources used should increase the 
capacity for on-going growth and development, as well 
as serve multiple purposes. (Synonym: Sustaining) 
Symbiosis: Different ministries can cultivate 
cooperative relationships so the mutual benefit is greater 
than operating separately. (Synonym: Cooperating) 
Fruitfulness: Each ministry needs to produce 
discernible results in line with its intended purpose. 
(Synonym: Evaluating)

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 “Why Six?” 

By noon of last Friday, six crosses draped in red and 
purple were erected outside the Lutheran Campus 
Ministry in DeKalb.  I had asked my husband, a dear 
friend who had driven in from Iowa to be with us, and 
some students and friends of LCM to build big crosses 
and plant them on our lawn.  They are beautiful and they 
have come to mean so much for so many.  But many ask, 
"why six?"  For me, the answer is not difficult...six 
crosses, six children of God gone from us.  All six were 
loved by God and all six were victims and all six left 
behind families who are hurting, confused, empty.   

 Saturday night a man came into LCM.  His hands 
were ice cold and he was warming himself with some 
sturdy coffee.  He was visibly shaken which was my 
invitation to ask him to sit with me, talk with me.  He 
was not a student.  Up until Thursday, his only 
connection to NIU was through a sister who had 
graduated from the school years ago.  As of Thursday, 
he was connected by a sixth cross.    

 He came to campus to lay flowers at "snow hill," a 
shrine directly across the street from LCM...a 
shrine spontaneously birthed on a busy campus corner 
by hundreds as they left the LCM midnight vigil on 
Thursday/Friday.   A statue of Buddah, frozen flowers, 
notes, signs, hundreds of candles have created "snow 
hill"   And, there are six crosses on the hill: five crosses 
facing forward with names of those shot and killed and 
the sixth cross with no name simply facing backward.  
He came to lay flowers at "snow hill," but he did not.  
Instead of finding solace at the hill, he was crushed by 
the sixth cross.  With a sad heart, clad only in a light suit 
coat on a very cold night, he began walking the empty 
campus streets.   After some time, he found himself 
across from "snow hill" and standing in front of LCM, in 
front of six crosses all facing in one direction with no 
names added but with many words of love and hope 
written by those who came to find peace at the cross.  He 
laid his flowers in front of the six crosses, read our sign 
that invites anyone to come to us 24/7 for comfort and 
care.  He accepted our invitation and was quite amazed 
to find himself talking with me. 

 But, talk he did.  He shared his life story.  He told 
me of his children.  He told me of his pain.  And, he 
asked if the sixth cross on "snow hill," the cross turned 
away from us and the rest of the world, meant that God 
had turned away from Stephen.  "Does that sixth cross 
mean that God has turned his back on that boy?"   My 
heart ached for him and we cried together as I told him 
of God’s love for all the children…as I told him that all 
six of those young adults were loved by God and that 

God’s mercy and forgiveness is for all people.  He 
thought about that for a long moment and then said,  

 

“I hope so because that could be my son.  I worry about 
him.  He’s not healthy.  He knows that.  He won’t stay 
on his medicine and I’m afraid of what he could do.  I’m 
afraid God and the world will turn their backs on him 
and on me.” 

We have six crosses outside LCM as a witness to the 
world that God loves us all…that God forgives us 
all…that there is hope for all…that the cross of Christ 
stands in blustery winter winds for everyone.  “Why 
six?”  Because God’s grace and mercy is for all!    
  

Six crosses.   
Six crosses draped in the color of Lent-royal purple. 
Six crosses draped in the color of glory--red. 
Red. A school color. 
Red. A holy color, reminiscent of Christ's blood shed on 

the cross. 
Red. Christ's blood now mingled with the blood of six. 
  

Six crosses. 
A guiding place on campus--"the six cross corner." 
Crosses that guide to places, prayers, hearts, hope. 
  

Six crosses. 
No distinctions, simply acknowledgement. 
Six, not five. 
Six children.  Six families.  
Six children of God, all loved by God. 
  

Six crosses. 
Six hurting families.   
No distinctions, simply painful fact. 
Six families crying out for mercy. 
  

Six crosses-- 
           offering hope to world family 
               facing east toward rising sun 
                     standing firm in winters' storms 
                           directing hearts to God whose back is 
never turned—whose love is always flowing— 

whose mercy is upon us all.
