This is not a true story but it contains many truths. 
(Taken from “How to Be a Mastergreeter.) 
 
 The Visitor family drove off to find a city where 
they would want to settle. The first city they came 
to was Frosty. In this city no one smiled and no one 
greeted them. They were left to find their own way 
without any help. Needless to say, they drove out of 
this town at their first opportunity. 
 
The second city was named Friendly. Yes, the 
citizens were friendly. They smiled and even shook 
their hands and welcomed them. The Visitor family 
felt warm…for a time. But this didn’t last long for 
no one had a name. In fact, no one asked them if 
they had a name. This made them feel left out. It 
wasn’t long and they drove away. 
 
They came to a city named Friends. Yes, these 
people smiled and shook their hand. They even 
introduced themselves by name and learned the 
names of each member of the Visitor family. It was 
easy to feel like a friend with these people. But in 
time this friendship showed that it was shallow. It 
didn’t fill their deeper needs. It wasn’t long and the 
Visitor family left this city in search of something 
deeper. 
 
They came to the city of Family. The smiles and 
warm handshakes were there. These people freely 
introduced themselves by name and learned the 
names of each family member. The Visitor family 
made friends easily as they did in the town of 
Friends. But there was a deeper dimension in 
Family City. The people here were open enough to 
share their needs with the Visitor family. This made 
the Visitor family comfortable in sharing their own 
needs. There was a common caring. They prayed 
for each other when a need was expressed. Yes, as 
time went on the Visitor family felt very at home 
and stayed in the city of Family. 

 
This is the vision each congregation should have for 
its Visitor program. The task is more than a smile 
and a handshake. (Now that is a good place to start, 
but it is only that – a start.)  It is the process of 
integrating new people into a meaningful and 
satisfying relationship with each other and Jesus 
Christ. 
 
We have caring church families.  And we always 
need to be extending, and reaching out to others 
with that care and concern.  Most of us like to live 
in our comfort zones and need to be reminded that 
we need to expand those comfort zones.  
Particularly to those who are new and to those 
whose life circumstances have been significantly 
altered. We won’t (and don’t) necessarily feel cared 
for by everyone in our congregation – that universal 
feeling may not be realist or even possible, but 
everyone in our congregations must be felt that they 
are cared for by another. 
 
We will be emphasizing our outreach into our 
communities, our growing into healthier 
congregations and parish, sharing the “good news” 
of Jesus Christ in some new and dynamic ways the 
next few months, but let us not forget the basics – 
the love and care we share with others bears witness 
to the love and care God has shared with us through 
His Son, Jesus Christ.  As Jesus begs his own 
question in the Good Samaritan story (Luke 10:25-
37), “And who was the neighbor?...The one who 
showed mercy…Go and do likewise.”
